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Dave’s Diary 
 
 
Image, it is often said, is 

everything.  While understanding the 
shallowness of this statement as it 
regards our physical image and ap-
pearance, images are of incredible 
importance.  Take, for instance, the 
images we have of the church.  What 
is the most common image of 
church?  Probably, it would be an 
image of a family.  This only makes 
sense, as we are a collection of fami-
lies and extended families.  We also 
like to compare ourselves to a family 
in the way we care for one another, 
and will often refer to ourselves as 
being one family.  This is certainly a 
positive image and one that can help 
to guide us in love and care for one 
another.  But is it one of the primary 
Biblical images of the church?  No.   
 While family is a perfectly good 
image for a church, it must not be 
the primary image by which we de-
fine ourselves.  Scripture gives us 
several images of the church, and it 
is these images that must serve as the 
primary lens through which we see 

and define ourselves.  Paul, for ex-
ample, uses the image of a body in I 
Corinthians 12.  In verses 18-26 Paul 
writes, But now God has placed the 
members, each one of them, in the 
body, just as He desired.  And if they 
were all one member, where would 
the body be?  But now there are 
many members, but one body.  And 
the eye cannot say to the hand, “I 
have no need of you”; or again the 
head to the feet, “I have no need of 
you.”  On the contrary, it is much 
truer that the members of the body 
which seem to be weaker are neces-
sary; and those members of the 
body, which we deem less honorable, 
on these we bestow more abundant 
honor, and our unseemly members 
come to have more abundant seemli-
ness, whereas our seemly members 
have no need of it.  But God has so 
composed the body, giving more 
abundant honor to that member 
which lacked, that there should be 
no division in the body, but that the 
members should have the same care 
for one another.  And if one member 
suffers, all the members suffer with 
it; if one member is honored, all the 

members rejoice with it.  Paul is talk-
ing about the importance of each part 
of the body fulfilling its function. 
What happens when a part of our 
body is not functioning properly?  
We go to the doctor because it 
means we are unhealthy.  For Paul, 
then, being healthy as a church 
means that we will help each person 
to discover his or her gift and to put 
it to use within this body that we call 
the church. 
 A second image is the church as 
the bride of Christ.  Ephesians 5:25-
27 and 5:31-32; II Corinthians 11:2; 
and Revelation 19:7-9 and 21:1-2 are 
some of the passages where we find 
this image.  While no longer the im-
age of commitment and stability that 
it was once, marriage was to the an-
cients a symbol of faithfulness and 
commitment, a symbol of the highest 
form of relationship entered into vol-
untarily by human beings.  The Old 
Testament, while obviously not us-
ing the image of the bride of Christ, 
still uses the image of marital faith-
fulness in relation to the commit-
ment between Israel – the chosen 
people – and God.  When the proph-

ets are critical of the unfaithfulness 
of the people of Israel, they some-
times use the word adultery.  This 
image then, of a marital relationship, 
speaks to us of the need for faithful-
ness and commitment in our rela-
tionship to God and his church.   
 One image that is absolutely not 
in the Scriptures is that of a transac-
tional relationship between an indi-
vidual and a church.  This is the kind 
of relationship that says, in essence, 
as long as I am receiving what I 
want and need from the church I will 
continue to be there.  Unfortunately, 
this has become one of the dominant 
images of the church in our society, 
but it is completely in conflict with 
what the Bible teaches us.  To main-
tain healthy congregations, this im-
age must be cast aside and replaced 
with accurate, Biblically-based im-
ages. 
 I mention all of this because be-
ginning this Sunday, July 1st, I will 
be setting aside my current sermon 
series in order to take a few weeks to 
consider this important topic of the 
Biblical images of church.  I look 
forward to seeing you. 
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Gustave Doré is among a select class of pre-eminent biblical illustrators. Born in 
France in 1832, he and his assistants completed hundreds of illustrations of       
biblical scenes. He also illustrated other religious works. He died at the age of 51 
in 1883.  His Old Testament and New Testament etchings appeared in a variety of 
Bibles published in the 19th century.

Chocolate Pizza 

Ingredients: 
12-oz. pkg. semi-sweet chocolate chips 
14 oz. almond bark 
2 c. mini marshmallows 
1 c. crisp rice cereal 
1 c. peanuts 
6-oz. jar red cherries 
3 T. green cherries 
1/3 c. coconut 
1 t. vegetable oil 

Instructions: Melt chocolate with almond bark in large saucepan over low heat. Stir 
until smooth. Remove from heat. Stir in marshmallows, cereal and nuts. Pour onto oiled 
12 inch pizza pan. Top with cherries and sprinkle with coconut. Chill until firm. Store at 
room temperature." 
 
Zucchini Soup 
Number served: 8-Jun 
Preparation time: 30 minutes 

Ingredients: 
1 lb. lean ground beef 
2 c. diced celery 
1 c. chopped onion 
2 green peppers, chopped (optional) 
2 lbs. zucchini, diced 
2 qts. canned tomatoes, chopped 
1 t. Italian seasoning 
1-1/2 t. oregano 
1/2 t. garlic powder 
4 t. sugar 
1 t. basil 
1 small can tomato sauce 
salt & pepper to taste 

Instructions: Saute onions, peppers and celery in a little olive oil or vegetable oil until 
vegetables are tender. Add ground beef and cook until all red is gone. Add the rest of 
the ingredients and simmer for about 1 hour or until zucchini is tender. Do not add wa-
ter as the zucchini makes its own juice. Italian sausage may be used instead of ground 
beef. Freezes well."
