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Dave’s Diary 
 Much of my time is spent deal-
ing with words.  Each month I stare 
at a blank computer screen as I think 
about what words I will share in this 
column.  Each week I think and pray 
about the words I will share in my 
message.  I answer numerous emails 
each week that require many words.  
I sit and talk with many people and 
try to offer words of wisdom and 
encouragement.  I lead Bible studies 
where we study words and spend 
much time discussing the meaning of 
those words.   
 Words are important.  Of all 
words, the words of Scripture are the 
most important as they are the words 
God uses to communicate to us of 
His love and His plans for us.  I 
think it is amazingly easy to take 
these words too lightly.  We casually 
overlook some words of Scripture in 
favor of other parts of Scripture.  
Perhaps we find some of the words 
of Scripture to be either too difficult 

or too personal.  Of all the words of 
Scripture, there is one that is espe-
cially easy to overlook – love.  Love 
is the great theme of the Bible, and 
love is the foundation for everything 
the Bible has to say to us.  The verse 
we all memorize when we are kids, 
John 3:16, reminds us that For God 
so loved the world that He gave His 
only begotten Son, that whosoever 
believes in Him should not perish, 
but have eternal life.  When asked 
which commandment is greatest, 
Jesus replied “You shall love the 
Lord your God with all you heart, 
and with all your soul, and with all 
your mind.”  This is the first and 
greatest commandment.  And a sec-
ond is like it, “You shall love your 
neighbor as yourself.”  On these 
two commandments depend the 
whole Law and the Proph-
ets” (Matthew 22:37-40).  At the 
Last Supper Jesus told the twelve 
This is my commandment, that you 
love one another, just as I have 
loved you.  Greater love has no one 
than this, that one lay down his life 
for his friends (John 15:12-13).  In I 
John we read Beloved, let us love 

one another, for love is from God; 
and every one who loves is born of 
God and knows God.  The one who 
does not love does not know God, 
for God is love.  By this the love of 
God was manifested in us, that God 
has sent His only begotten Son into 
the world so that we might live 
through Him.  In this is love, not 
that we loved God, but that He loved 
us and sent His Son to be the propi-
tiation for our sins.  Beloved, if God 
so loved us, we also ought to love 
one another (I John 4:7-11). 
 There are no more eloquent or 
powerful words than the words of 
love given to us in the Bible.  No 
words of Shakespeare or any other 
can match the majesty and beauty of 
God’s words of love to us.  But nei-
ther can any other words match the 
tremendous challenge of love.  For 
all its beauty, love is also tough.  
Love is tough because love will not 
be ignored.  When relationships be-
come difficult, we can too easily 
walk away, but love calls us back to 
one another.  When the reality of 
what love asks becomes real to us, 
we may desire to turn away from 

love because we find it too difficult, 
but love continues to call us back.   
 God never turns away from love.  
This is one of the great affirmations 
of the love of God – He will never 
abandon us or cease to love us.  This 
is also what He asks of us.  In Eng-
lish, we have only one word for love, 
but in Greek there are five, with the 
most profound type of love called 
agape.  Agape love is the highest 
form of love, a divine love, a love 
that reflects the love God has for us.  
The Bible challenges us to aspire to 
this greatest form of love.  Too of-
ten, we settle for a lesser expression 
of love, a love that attaches too many 
conditions and is too easily fractured 
and broken.  It is a mighty challenge 
to be asked to love as God loves, but 
that is what the Bible challenges us 
to do.  In this world where love has 
become cheap, may we, as God’s 
people seek to embrace and share the 
agape love of God.
