Dave’s Diary 
  
 
When did summer become so compli-
cated?  I vaguely remember summer as a 
time to relax, unwind, and enjoy a break 
from school and other scheduled obliga-
tions.  Somewhere along the line, sum-
mer became far less simple.  Now, in our 
year round rush of scheduled madness, 
summer isn’t the relaxing time it once 
seemed to be.  For one, the summer has 
shortened as the school year starts earlier 
and there are many more events compet-
ing for the shrinking number of summer 
weeks.  Even taking a vacation isn’t 
simple.  Thinking of flying?  Good luck 
with that, as now you not only wait in 
longer lines but have to pay more to 
check a bag and have adequate room for 
your feet.  Driving?  That certainly 
makes vacationing enjoyable as you 
pump $4.00 a gallon gas into your vehi-
cle.  The good news is, some things are 
still the same as they were a generation 
ago.  For one, there is Vacation Bible 
School.  I still remember going to VBS 
as a child (sometimes for two weeks!) 
and enjoying the refreshments, games, 

stories, and crafts.  Vacation Bible 
School is one of the few constants that 
connects our busy, modern summers 
with the more relaxed summers of our 
past.  One of the most important events 
of the church year, Vacation Bible 
School allows us a concentrated period 
of time to reach kids – and families – in 
a way that impacts lives forever.  This 
summer our VBS is scheduled for June 
16 – 19, and I hope you will consider 
offering your talents.  There are plenty 
of ways to help at VBS, and not all of 
them are teaching.  We need people to 
help shepherd kids from one place to 
another, to help with serving food, rec-
reation, music, games, and to just hang 
around and be with the kids.  I also want 
to add this recruiting note – men, this is 
not a ministry designed to be led solely 
by women.  Too often, we think of 
working with kids as a ministry better 
suited for women, but these kids need to 
see male role models as well.  When 
kids come to church and fail to see men 
involved it teaches them – boys in par-
ticularly – that church is for kids rather 
than grown-ups.  So men, there is a 
place to be involved in VBS, and I hope 
you will come and be a part of this very 
important ministry.  Last year, Chris 
Mann and I led the kids in their craft 
time (after considering classes in chain-

saw operation and skeet shooting we 
settled for the more traditional crafts as 
painting and gluing things together).  
I’m not sure how much artistic talent we 
demonstrated but we had a really good 
time working with the kids. 
 Summer also means that Kelly has 
finished her time as our Youth and Chil-
dren’s Minister.  As you may know, 
Kelly is returning to teaching and must 
begin her preparations for the fall.  
Kelly, thank you so much for your tal-
ents and your heart for kids.  As anyone 
can see, Kelly has a genuine love for 
kids and I appreciate that she poured that 
love into our kids.  Please take a mo-
ment and express your appreciation to 
Kelly for her ministry.  Don’t forget to 
continue to pray as we move closer to 
presenting the candidate we believe God 
is calling to our full-time position of 
Student Minister. 
 Finally, we will continue for the 
foreseeable future with our sermon se-
ries of The Bible You Should Know.  I 
began this series because of my belief 
that we are beginning to lose our knowl-
edge and familiarity of the Bible.  One 
of the casualties of our busy lives is time 
spent studying the Bible.  Through the 
summer months we have several Bible 
studies taking place and I hope you will 
take the opportunity to join one of these 

studies (they all meet at the church and 
the times are Tuesday morning at 9:00 
a.m., Wednesday morning at 9:00 a.m., 
and Wednesday evening at 7:00 p.m.).  
Our primary time of Bible study is Sun-
day School, which like too many other 
things these days is beginning to feel the 
pinch of busy schedules.  I want you to 
think seriously about your involvement 
in Sunday School, as this is such an im-
portant time of Bible study and disciple-
ship.  In my opinion, worship is not 
meant to stand alone as our involvement 
in gathering together as God’s people.  
Worship is incredibly important (and 
like Sunday School, feeling the pinch of 
busy schedules) but Sunday School is 
also necessary because it is a more in-
tensive time of Bible study and disciple-
ship.   
 Enjoy your summer, but remember 
the importance of our continued gather-
ing as God’s people for our times of 
worship and Bible study.
