 As you receive this copy of the 
newsletter we will be at the beginning of 
our revival services.  As I mentioned in 
worship on the 20th, we can never be so 
presumptuous as to think we can plan a 
revival.  Instead, we plan revival ser-
vices as a way of tuning our hearts and 
minds to the moving of God’s spirit in 
the hope that we will be caught by the 
moving of His spirit and then encounter 
revival.  We must be clear about the 
source of revival – revival is a time of 
renewal that is prompted by the moving 
of God’s spirit; the source of revival 
does not come from any action on our 
part.  To use a metaphor – revival is like 
a sailor hoisting his sail to catch a wind 
that will carry his boat across the water.  
A revival service is a time when we 
hoist our “spiritual sail” with the hope 
that we will catch the moving of God’s 
spirit.  It may sound strange to talk about 
“catching” God’s spirit, but we learn 
from Jesus’ conversation with Nicode-
mus that the moving of God’s spirit is 
somewhat mysterious.  Jesus says it this 
way – The wind blows where it wishes 
and you hear the sound of it, but do not 

know where it comes from and where it 
is going; so is everyone who is born of 
the Spirit (John 3:8).  It is very easy to 
have the attitude that we are inviting 
God to join with us rather than us join-
ing God in His work.  We make our 
plans and go about our work, but we 
must stop and ask ourselves whose work 
are we doing?  Are we doing God’s 
work or are we doing our own work?  
Please consider this question prayerfully 
as enter into these revival services.  Our 
calling is to join God in His redemptive 
work to the world and it must be our 
prayer that we will engage this calling. 
 The beginning of our revival ser-
vices will also bring to us Will Gerrald, 
who is the candidate we are recommend-
ing as our Minister of Music.  Will has 
led the choir through one rehearsal al-
ready and did an outstanding job.  Com-
pleting his first semester at the School of 
Music at Southern Seminary, Will has 
immense musical gifts and a wonderful 
personality.  Please take some time to 
get to know Will.  Invite him to lunch 
(as a seminary student he could always 
use a good meal), introduce yourself to 
him, and remember that he has a lot of 
names and faces to remember.  Take the 
time to thank our music volunteers as 
well.  In the past few months this dedi-
cated group of people has given extra 

effort in leading our music ministry, 
which is such an important part of the 
ministry of our church.  Venedia Tingle 
has done a great job of leading the choir; 
Tim Pryor, Anita Frazier, Chris Mann 
(Chris has not only led worship in the 
11:00 worship service, he leads us every 
week in the 9:00 service), Jean Kaye 
Foree, Venedia, and Lisa West have led 
the worship services; Jean Kaye, Peggy 
McCarty, and Catherine Bryant have 
continued their talented and dedicated 
service on the instruments; and the 
choir, as always, have given freely of 
their time so that we can have such 
meaningful music in our worship ser-
vices. 
 Continue to pray for the search 
committee as they interview candidates 
for Student Minister.  We have inter-
viewed one candidate thus far and on 
Sunday, May 4th and Tuesday, May 6th 
there are a number of other candidates to 
be interviewed.  This is an exciting time 
for our church and I hope you will con-
tinue to pray each day at 9:00 a.m. for 
this matter.  You are, of course, encour-
aged to pray often about this search, but 
if we all take some time at 9:00 a.m. we 
can be encouraged to know that as a 
congregation we are joining in prayer 
wherever we happen to be at that time (if 
you’re driving, remember, it’s fine to 

pray with your eyes open!).   
 Next week we will conclude our 
regular Wednesday evening kids minis-
try.  The volunteers are, I’m sure, look-
ing forward to a well-deserved break.  
Wednesday nights have become a very 
important part of the ministry and out-
reach of our church and I am extremely 
grateful for the hard-working and dedi-
cated group of volunteers that lead this 
ministry.  Many of these volunteers 
come straight to the church from work 
and other commitments but always come 
with a cheerful attitude and a servant’s 
heart.  Too numerous to mention 
(actually, my faulty memory may miss 
some of them) I hope each of them 
knows how appreciative we are for their 
work of love – thanks gang!  
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Punch Bowl Cake 
Number served: 30 
Preparation time: 20+ minutes 

Ingredients: 
Two 8 inch layer cakes, split to make 4 layers, cubed 
2 large pkgs. Jello, strawberry (made as directed)  
1 small pkg. instant vanilla pudding (made as directed)  
1 large pkg. instant vanilla pudding (made as directed)  
3 8-oz. tubs Cool Whip 
Strawberries 

Instructions: Layer in above, alternating in glass punch bowl. Garnish 
with strawberries. You may also use peach Jello and fresh peaches." 

Crab Hawaiian Salad 
Number served: 15Ingredients: 
6 medium potatoes 
1 small pkg. salad macaroni 
1 dozen hard boiled eggs

1 pkg. frozen peas

Instructions: Boil potatoes and cut into bite-size pieces. Boil salad macaroni according 
to package directions.
